For aur reading mastery we will be studying Meil
Gaiman’s award winning book ‘Coraline’. This dark
fantasy novel offersa contrast to our last Planet Omar
book and has been immensely popular with previous
year 3 children.

PE

MIr Scott will be focusing on athletics in his P.E. sessions

this term in the run up to summer and this year’s Sport’s
Day. This will include running, sprinting, throwing, relay

and the standing long jump.

In our other P.E. session, we will be starting workon
bazketball. We will develop our passing, dribbling and
shooting skills so that by the end of the term we will be
able to play tournaments within our classes and year
group.

Maths

In maths, we will begin with fractions where we will
be finding fractions of amounts as well as beginning
to add and subtract fractions. Nextwe will be
moving onto Money where will be learning to add
and subtract money and calculate change. Our final
unit is time. This will involve recapping telling the
time in quarter hour increments before moving
onto 5 minute and 1 minute intervals. We will also
look at the 24-hour clock as well as a.m. and p.m.

This
will focus on exploring sacred places in Islam, Christianity
and the Hindu tradition.

In PSHE, our focusis on ‘Relationships’. This will cover the
relationships we have in our families and the
responsibilities of each personin our family. It will also
look at how maintain and develop friendships before
maving onto our role as a global citizen.
